2. Minutes of last meeting 

 

Minutes were deemed acceptable and apologies given.

 

3. Updates:

 

· Playbuilder bid

Submitted to funder's liaison officer, feedback was they would not fund fenced areas with current understanding of natural play; so balance was put towards landscaping.

 

Fencing play area for younger children was deemed as especially important.

 

However, this was the first chance to gain improvements funds that could then be used for match funding towards the tennis courts. 

This would then would then enable match funding for the Pavilion / Changing rooms building bid.

· Football / sports facilities:

Changing rooms' site was considered in the light of likely cost of utilities and maintenance access (and neighbourhood 'watch' if where the toilet block is) – however the group felt the central location was better, due to original design ideas for a more integrated site. 

It was noted that the Weekend leagues seem to have been abandoned on the park – ST to check with IBC officer, SJ to check with Cllr Debman if so for the reason why – if it is to do with state of facilities then it could be used as a reason for a future improvements bid (Football Foundation or Sport England).

ST confirmed that there is an ongoing monitoring of the tennis courts subsidence.

 

· South East Area Forum bid:

A number of items on the list i.e. a hand washing water tap could be claimed for from the community budget, Application to be made by Sarah J.

ST typed up her words and will email to Friends and seek Sarah's signature for submission – adding the funds necessary for drinking water too.

 

· Sponsorship:

Benches on the list could possible come from other parks ST will look into this but the labour would be the only cost.

 

It was suggested that companies (Tesco for example) could sponsor items, with their logo on them – for example bins.

 

Other ideas where if the path was built with paving bricks people or companies could sponsor these also.

 

Any letters sent to companies must be original and not mail drop letters.

 

Sarah will contact the Co–Op (known for local charitable activities) via information from Cllr Knowles.

GT asked if there was any Section 106 funding from nearby developments available, Cllrs did not think so – ST to check.

· Community Design Days:

· July 8th meeting will be the AGM, officers nominations by reply to ST. Thus new Friends Officers will be on application for a bank account – enabling Suffolk Foundation Grass Roots Fund bid for the Feasibility Study. To quote from the Constitution:

Annual General Meeting.

The association shall hold an annual general meeting and members will be given at least 21 days notice of the meeting and will be entitled to vote. 

The business of the meeting shall include:​

1. Reports on the activities over the past year

2. A report from the treasurer on the groups finances.

3. Appointing an independent auditor/advisor (if applicable).

4. Resignation & election of new officers and members.

5. Consider any other matter as may be decided provided that the matter has been submitted for the agenda in writing at least 14 days prior to the meeting.

· June 24th Funding sub-committee to meet and prepare draft Feasibility Bid to the Suffolk Foundation's Grass Roots Fund. ST to send bid form and vision draft to all before-hand with vision document. Park history document to be found too.

· Trees height on the park have led to Friend's Sky disk having to be moved, enquiry tbc by ST with Tree Officer re how big they will grow and if there any plans to pollard them.

· Suggestion that Holywells Friends might be asked to join the next meeting, or that Murray Friends go to their next meeting. ST to ask, Sarah Turner – Secretary, or Peter Scotcher – Chair.

· Data-base of community survey was handed out from Patrick.

· Cllr Lockington inquired about the numbers of Friends, and whether they should consider a membership fee.
