Meeting minutes were deemed acceptable.

3. Updates
We have been allocated £20,000 from the South East Area Committee Fund.  Also, we have been allocated £52,000 from Section 106 funding.  However, we need to be able to find some match funding in order to receive the money that has been allocated – and have until March 2015 to do so.   
The total amount that needs to be raised is approximately £140,000, for two tennis courts and one MUGA (Multi Use Games Area – tennis enabled).

Youth football in demand – smaller pitches are used by Ipswich Valley Rangers FC, who have a huge league.  Pitch sizes for 9v9 and 7v7 tbc so vision’s park layout can be updated.  Still a problem with bottles being left on the pitch.  Recycling bins an option to solve this problem.
