3. Updates 
3.1 Pre Meeting

· Very useful meeting by all who attended & plans etc drawn up and issued by ST.

· The feasibility study would be in the region of six thousand pounds (£6,000) to produce.

· Cllr BQ asked what would be included; ST explained in some detail what the feasibility study would consist of.

· PK discussed in detail about the pre meeting and how about the different schemes shown.

· ST suggested in the report that we maybe able to obtain external funding to pay for the feasibility study and that funds could be assessed.  Funding that could be used could be “Sports and Community”.

· Possibly use the WPP Architects to approach people with the funding plan, (for which they would charge a fee).

· PK stated at least 3 people would be required and this would be an application via a form format.

3.2  Meeting

· Possible to raise money by summer events on the park to show that the friends are carrying out events to raise money.
· Cllr. Consultation maybe required. ST has provided a form which can be used as part of the study i.e. to do some of the things that we are applying for 
· ST possible use consultation paper from 2 years ago and add updated info via involving SJ and Friends for data collection that could also be used as part of the study.
· ST Possible consider a small site consultation.
· PR asked about the % of returns from the consultation, ST did not have this to hand but would work it out. (6%)
· Friends to carry out the survey 
· Look at criteria of funding and match the surveys to be able to match these.
· Surveys at most 2 sides of A4 in an interview style format.
· PR local interest is required 
“South East Forum” 27-08-09”

· Agenda for the forum, talk about achievements, raise the profile of the group and questionnaire.
· Sam has printed a plan and showed copies to the friends (size A1)

· Estimated cost of works would be £400,000 - £500,000.

· The football pitches could have post with sockets, these are already in place but the pitches are not rotated on a regular basis.

· The building could be reduced in size

· Possible consider putting back the basket ball court in its original area.

· Approx £100,000 for a games area to be constructed.

· ST Notice board to be erected next week 

· DRM to be have the keys dropped off so the minutes of the meeting can be pinned up Post meeting note- PK had the keys dropped off to him.

· Suggestion that it would be possible to rotate the football pitches if we could consult with the grounds person, but PK stated we would need the confirmation of the type of building.

Questionnaire 

· PK asked if we should just have questions or what we are trying to achieve, or a mixture of the two.

· Possible have a prompt sheet and ensure that residents in the area are aware we are not trying to sell items to them...

· PK working on a form that could be filled in on-line.
