Why:

Up to £500,000 is needed to fulfil our long term vision of the park, which could include new tennis court, a pavilion with changing facilities, teen shelter, along with other play facilities.  The funds to achieve this will come from external funding bodies.  In order to access this funding, we need to show funders that the park’s vision has been created by the community, hence why we need Your designs. 

About Murray Park Friends:

In the Autumn of 2008, a number of local residents got together and established a constituted community group with the primary aim of developing the Murray Road Recreational Ground.  The park is located in a deprived area of Ipswich with limited sporting facilities and it suffers from a degree of anti sociable behaviour; however it is well used, and highly regarded locally – as shown by the 403 responses received to the Community Survey in March.  With this in mind, we feel the park is an important facility to maintain and improve, to give the local community a constructive way to spend time, stay health and enjoy the outdoors.  Due to the continuing shortage of funding within government, solely relying on the Council for funding is prohibitive and so we formed the group to access external funding.  The local council are acting as a supporting mechanism for the group and providing assistance where possible.
